Congress 1995 • San Francisco 
Restructuring of WFM – Outreach - Finances

The motion as drafted was passed nem con - Addendum that Council should consider the appointment of an Outreach Officer passed nem con.

This Congress
Resolves that we organize WFM more effectively and restructure our organizations in order to:

.
better achieve our political goals;

.
increase membership and resources;

.
move from an attitude that the sovereign unit in our movement is the Member Organization to a genuinely federal concept where the national and international levels are equally important partners in our movement.

Recommends that a special WFM committee be established to

.
set out strategy and program goals to be accomplished during the next four years and

.
recommend ongoing processes for strategy development.  It should report annually to the Council.  

Suggests that the goals for this special committee will be:

.
To implement recommendations by WFM's Outreach Committee to work toward developing a more federal structure for WFM that would improve outreach, financial capacities, and organizational operations and to provide a model for federalizing our NGO to parallel the model we see for the United Nations.

.
Strengthen WFM authority to create principles and policies for the movement.

.
Identify member organizations in ways which indicate that each MO is an integral part of a unified organization.

.
Urge Member Organizations to greatly increase resources for the international level in order to create coordinated action programs and increased outreach.

.
Sharpen decision making processes at Congresses and Council meetings, especially through commitment to preparation and communication by Chair and members between Council meetings.  Perhaps schedule two Council meetings each year.

.
Identify a formula for equitable Council representation so that growth of existing as well as new organizations is encouraged.

.
Consider establishing another category for applying MOs, i.e. a "Candidate Organization", until credentials are established.

This Congress

recommends that more attention be given to growth of membership, of member organizations 

and collaboration with other groups.  Specifically:

.
Develop action programs that involve and energize all.

.
Devise an MO application form and introductory information about WFM; and make that process simpler.

.
Report regularly in WFM publications on MO growth.

.
Develop solutions to bridge language problems, especially those within WFM.

.
Find a way to train youth leaders to carry out grass roots level work, perhaps a brief training course on improving strategies and communication. 

.
Hold Council and EC in areas of the world where growth promotion is important and schedule regional meetings at Congresses and Councils so participants may discuss common interests.

.
Identify contact person at WFM for each new organization.

.
Analyze the WFM Asian Center to use as a model for creation of regional groups.

.
Plan interaction and cooperation with other organizations

This Congress

recommends that financial growth from both within the organization and from other organizations be emphasized. Specifically, WFM should:

.
Devise ways to radically increase the flow of resources from MOs to the center of the organization.

.
Develop instruments to help people from emerging countries participate in WFM

.
Budget for bringing prospective young federalists from new countries to attend Congress or Council as a step for developing new MOs.  

.
Give priority to international outreach and field work.

.
Clarify the dues payment level for pensioners and students, defining how membership level decisions are made, especially in relation to new MOs from emerging countries. Change name from "students and pensioners" to "reduced fee members"

.
Propose strategies for MOs to help in raising funds. 

.
Strengthen commitment and ties with each MO to aid in fund raising projects in ways most appropriate for each area of the world.

Congress 2002 • London
Core Programme of the World Federalist Movement

This resolution was passed unanimously nem con.

Given the importance of strategic planning to the health and effectiveness of an organization, 

Recognizing the value of existing research including the core program drafted by WFBN and the draft World Federalist Movement strategic planning summary  (June 2002), 

Be it Resolved that he Congress requests that the Council propose a structure with time bound commitments for further developing an inclusive strategic program.

Esperanto

This resolution was passed unanimously with three abstentions.

Whereas a democratic world federation requires the exchange of ideas among everyone in the world community, 

Whereas the Esperanto movement supports the World Federalist ideals of world citizenship and the equal rights of all members of the world community, 

Whereas this organization in 1977 adopted a resolution supporting the use of Esperanto by World Federalists, 

Whereas the World Federalist Movement is a member of the Coalition for an International Auxiliary Language,

Be It Resolved That the World Federalist Movement encourage its members to learn the non-national language Esperanto.
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
